This Development Community is located on the eastern shore of Georgian
Bay. In October of 2004 this area was designated by the United Nations
Education Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) as Canada’s
thirteenth Biosphere Reserve. Approximately 200 kilometres north of
Toronto we offer the beauty and tranquility of a Northern Ontario setting;
lakes of all sizes, vast forests, rivers and wetlands where wildlife abound.
We recognize and embrace our small town qualities and strive to protect
our natural, social and visual environment through cooperation and
partnerships.

Parry Sound is the area’s regional trade and service centre while there are
several smaller communities each offering unique characteristics.

PHASE #1 Strategy for Cooperation

Governance and Approvals



Goal

To ensure that governance related to potential development in the
identified Development/Employment Areas as set out in this report is
completed in the form of approved policies and regulations complementary
across the three municipalities.

Objectives

1. 1. Enact Official Plan policies that allow for appropriate
commercial, industrial and residential uses based on logical extensions
rather than municipal boundaries.

2. 2. Enact Zoning Bylaws that allow for agreed upon uses as
identified in the Official Plan based on servicing capability, e.g. larger
developments permitted in existing serviced or logical extension areas.

3. 3. Minimize the requirement for costly OMB hearings by lessening
the need for Official Plan Amendments or Zoning Bylaw amendments.

Goal
Ensure that steps to application approval and costs are clearly defined,
easily understood and can be expeditiously implemented.

Objectives

1. 1. Develop a method of escalating a checklist of requirements
based on scale of application. A small development may need only meet
minimum requirements. As a project gets larger, the requirements may get
greater.

2. 2. Preplan areas of logical development for servicing requirements
and obtain preapproval from MTO, MOE, etc.

3. 3. Create a standard Service Agreement for the extension of
municipal services from the Town of Parry Sound.

4. 4, Review and update the standards for traffic studies, water
needs analysis, architectural drawings, site plans, etc. to minimize red tape.

LAND USE

Goal

It is the goal of this Plan that Seguin, McDougall and Parry Sound will have
flexible Land Use policies and procedures that will facilitate and expedite

appropriate economic development in a positive manner.

Within this goal the partners recognize the need to manage development in
order that efficient development patterns which optimize the use of land,
resources and public investment in infrastructure and public service
facilities result. Comprehensive planning studies will be carried out for

Areas 3 and 6 focusing on the township lands in each of those areas.

Objectives

1. 1. To encourage the protection of the Area’s environment, such as
its Rural Character and its Natural Heritage System to ensure that the
recreational and tourism uses that rely upon these attributes continue to
prosper.



2. 2. Toencourage the use of lands as set out in this report to
stimulate employment growth and economic development.

3. 3. To encourage appropriate site plan design that will complement
the location and character of each area.

4. 4.  To facilitate opportunities to develop and distribute a wide
range of goods and services.

5. 5. That Department Store Type Merchandising (DSTM ) of a
larger scale serving the entire West Parry Sound market should be directed
to the Regional Trade and Service Centre of the Town of Parry Sound and
other settlement areas in Seguin and McDougall.

6. 6. To establish, maintain and enhance Employment Areas that will
provide a range of job opportunities and a broad range of commercial and
service facilities geared specifically to meet the needs of seasonal and year
round residents as well as tourists.

7. 7.  To encourage wherever possible, through the land use planning
process, the retention and expansion of existing businesses in the
appropriate areas.

8. 8. To ensure that a sufficient supply of employment lands and
options are available for development at all times.

9. 9. To monitor local and regional trends with respect to the supply
of land for employment to ensure that an adequate supply in appropriate
locations is available at all times.

10. 10. To encourage the development of homebased businesses
provided the proposed use is compatible with adjacent uses.

11. 11. To ensure that support service facilities, e.g. marinas that are
critical to the needs of permanent and seasonal residents, visitors and
tourists are protected and maintained.

12. 12. To provide flexible land use regulations.

13. 13. Within each Development/Employment Area create a data base
of properties that have the potential for development and what the state of
that property is in terms of being development ready.

14. 14. Clearly identify all necessary characteristics of each property to
be marketed and set them up in a data base.

To develop and implement an economic development Marketing Plan
promoting development properties in the Parry Sound, McDougall and

Seguin Development Areas.

1. 1. Investigate alternatives to creating a Marketing Plan with both
short and longterm goals and associated costs.
